The next day I was college student and two 

weeks later I received my G.E.D.  Since I have enrolled in college I have achieved a 

number of academic accomplishments; a few include a 3.86 G.P.A for my A.S. degree, a 

4.0 G.P.A. for my A.A. degree, I am on the President’s List, and the National Dean’s List. 

Currently, I am on the student advisory committee, am a member of Phi Theta Kappa 

(an international honors society), and enrolled in Honors College.  I am enjoying the 

opportunity to be a good role model for my child.
